
Manchester to get UK's first gay FM station

Ian Wallace is the project leader for Gaydio; the Princess Street-based outfit that has been running limited RSL broadcasts for the past three years.

Wallace and Co have been waiting a year for the licence from Ofcom.  Gaydio received its community licence on Friday and Wallace, understandably enough, was delighted by the development.

This is what he had to say about getting the trailblazing station off the ground.

We want to create a high quality station that appeals right across the LGBT spectrum (Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Trans), building a sense of community and offering a forum for debate. 
We also want to give the opportunity of working in radio to people from the community and already several of our volunteers have gone on to work at other stations, including the BBC.
